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Consider this: in English, it is
wrong to say:.

* | talked to she.

* She saw he with they.
* Joe and me read this book.

Why is it wrong?
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The words in the previous sentences
are used in different grammatical
contexts, they each provides a
different function within the
sentence: Subject, Direct Object,
and Obiject of Preposition. Thus
they are transformed from he > him,
she > her, me > | etc...
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Similar transformations occur also
in Arabic; except, instead of

word transformation, we see a
change in the Case-Ending of
each word of the sentence.
There three Case-Endings:

* The Nominative case-ending
marking the words that function
as Subject or Predicate. By
default, isolated words are
generally listed with the
nominative case-ending.
